Unpacking Biblical Discipline:
“Rod” = a symbol of correction and protection
“Hate” = to be unloving; signifies the desire to have no contact or relationship
“Careful” = to earnestly seek; search for
“Discipline”
1. To chastise, correct, and punish (based upon a standard)
2. Denotes correction which results in education

What Discipline Is:
1. A goal to mold them into mature, responsible and God-fearing adults
2. Receiving negative consequences for negative behavior
3. Establishing security within well defined limits
4. A model of God’s love for us
