..the home is the primary place of instruction.
...the church should support and assist the
parent’s commitment to Christian instruction and
dedication.

...dedication is not salvation, nor is it baptism.
...dedication is a covenant with God and the
church concerning your desire to raise your child

for God'’s glory.
...dedication should happen as early in a child’s
life as possible.
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Arrangements for dedication must be made by
completing and returning the Baby Dedication
Request Form to the church office at least 2 weeks
prior to the dedication date.

Dedication is a promise of the church to
participate in the child’s life through prayer and
role modeling. With this in mind, child dedications
are performed only for those within our church
family.
