A.  Position #1:

B.   Position # 2:                                                         

      Jesus Christ did rise from the dead.

   Taking this position requires faith in the evidence.

C.  Position #3:                                                      

 I am undecided about whether or not Jesus Christ rose from the dead.

    Taking this position requires doubt or  fear.

II. The Unavoidable Consequences Of Your Position Concerning Jesus Christ’s

death.
