    Military Childrenôs Ministry strives to serve the 
children of our brave military here  while some of them 
minister to little ones like this one over there .   

       At present I am at 87.4% of my 

current needs.  Because I work with 

the chaplains of our military, many 

assume that I am contracted and 

supported by the military.
